Introduction

Have a blast as you stitch and slash!  Each individual will come  out of the class with a
unique piece of textured fabric

In this class, participants will be introduced to raw edge cutwork, a vibrant form of
surface design. Students will need a sewing machine.

Summary of Class

This creative technic has "no rules."  Enjoy the beauty and possibilities of stitch and slash.
Using learned methods, participants reveal amazing patterns, colors, shapes and
dynamics.

We will start with discussing the fabric choices , colors and values. Participants layer,
stitch, then rip for stunning results. Add couching, surface stitching or embroidery if you
want to further embellish the stitched fabric pieces.

Stitch and slash fabric is perfect for quilts, d ecor, accessories, purses and collage art
pieces .
